The articulations between the analysis of memory practices around contemporary political violence, identity politics, and representation practices are relatively recent and present many challenges. For the last four years, I have been undertaking comparative research in Argentina, Colombia, and Guatemala on space, violence, and memory that is positioned in this intersection. In this presentation, I will refer to the conceptual and theoretical principles from which I propose to address this meeting, to some of the advances and challenges that I have found in the development of the research to conclude presenting the projections for the coming years.
