Jewish Art and Tradition

A two week workshop at the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Belgrade

January 27th — February 10th, 2008

A workshop entitled,Jewish Art and Tradition” organised by the Department of Art History
of the Belgrade Faculty of Philosophy, the Jewish Historical Museum of Belgrade and inter-
national experts from Israel and Europe, will offer an academic curriculum on the subject,
the first of its kind at the host institution and in Serbia in general, introducing a wide range
of subjects related to Jewish history, literature, art and religion. By studying the relations of
the local Jewish community as well as those of Jews worldwide and other nations among
whom they lived from Antiquity to the present, through lectures, an accompanying exhibi-
tion and field trips, students attending this workshop will gain a new understanding of the
life of Jewish communities and their cultural heritage.

Along with regular lecturers, students participating in this workshop will also attend lec-
tures of invited speakers: prof. Milan Ristovic¢ from the History Department of the Belgrade
Faculty of Philosophy, Milan Koljanin, Ph. D., from the Institute for Contemporary History,
Belgrade, Filip David, writer and professor at the Faculty of Drama, Belgrade, and Stefan
Sablji¢, musician and director.

Milica Mihailovic¢: Jews on the territory of ex-Yugoslavia

This course offers an insight into the settlement and life of Jews on the territory of ex-Yugo-
slavia, their rich social life within the Jewish community, the changing relation of the mileu
of their settlement towards Jews over several centuries.

The Jewish community contributed to the diversity of the Balkan ethnic mosaic by intro-
ducing new customs and a different language. Following the tragic destruction of the
community in the Holocaust, the survivers took on the task of preserving traditions and
nurturing the memory of this interesting community.

Milica Mihailovi¢, as head curator and director of the Jewish Historical Museum in Bel-
grade, is the author of a series of exhibitions on the life, history and customs of Jews from
the territory of ex-Yugoslavia. She is the author of numerous catalogues and studies on the
subject.

Rabbi Isaac Asiel: Jewish religion and customs

Together with Christianity and Islam, Judaism is one of the greatest monotheistic religions
of Western civilisation. Still, its history, the ways in which this religion has persevered and
been practiced, as demonstrated by religious customs and regulations, remain insufficient-
ly known, thus opening the way to erroneous interpretation, misunderstandings, even
anti-Semitism.

This course will offer a brief history of the development of Judaism and the different as-
pects of life of members of the Jewish religious community: the significance of the syna-
gogue and of prayer, the celebrating of the Shabbat, the cycle of Jewish holidays and the
life cycle of a Jew. Students participating in the workshop will visit the synagogue and at-
tend services at the time of prayer before, during and after the Shabbat. After the Shabbat,
chazan Stefan Sabilji¢ will give a lecture on chazanut, synagogue chants, with examples of
different melodies and prayers.

Rabbi Isaac Asiel is the Cheif Rabbi of Serbia and the Rabbi of the Jewish Community of
Belgrade. Along with regular rabbinical services, public lectures, participation in inter-reli-
gious discussions, he is also dedicated to publishing relevant texts. His bi-lingual editions
(Hebrew-Serbian) of prayer books for the Jewish New Year are especially important.

Eliezer Papo: Judeo-Hispanic literature

Over four centuries, from 1492 and their expulsion from Spain until a gradual linguistic
assimilation in the first decades of the XX century, all popular and secular literature of the
Balkan Sephardis was written exclusively in Judeo-Hispanic. As in the rest of the Jewish
world, the Balkan Sephardi rabbis wrote religious texts in Hebrew, the holy language, and
reached for the Judeo-Hispanic of the common people only when producing manuals for
the broadest public.

This course will take into consideration all the more significant genres of Judeo-Hispanic
literature, both oral (adages, tales and spells) and written: secular (novel, drama, satyre and
parody) as well as rabbinical (responsa, ethics, sermons, etc).

Eliezer Papo is one of the leading international experts in Ladino (the language of the Sep-
hardi Jews who settled in the Balkans, the Middle East and Asia Minor after their expulsion
from Spain in 1492), literature (rabbinical and secular) and oral tradition of this language.
Papo teaches Ladino language and literature ath the Ben-Gurion University of Beer She-
ba, Israel, and is the author of many scholarly studies on the subject of Sephardic cultural
heritage all over the world and in particular in ex-Yugoslavia countries. His texts have been
published in renowned international academic journals.

Apart from being a researcher, Papo is also a writer and has so far published a novel in Ser-
bian, Sarajevska megila (Beograd 2000), as well as two collections of short stories: Sefard-
ske price (Beograd 2001) and Casovnicar i sacasnici (Tuzla, 2007).

Mirjam Rajner: Jewish Art

Despite the words of the Second Commandment regarding the graven image, and the tra-
ditional identity of the Jews as the People of the Book, the visual arts are an accompanying
element of Jewish religion and history.

This course will follow the development of Jewish art from Antiquity to modern times, in-
cluding synagogue and ceremonial art, the art of illumination, painting and sculpture. Case
studies will be chosen from different periods and various geographic locations in order to
cast a light on the continuing dialogue between content and form, between Jewish com-
munities and the nations among which those communities lived.

Mirjam Rajner is an art historian and teaches modern and Jewish art at the Bar llan Univer-
sity in Israel. Her research and published works focus on synagogue art on the territory of
ex-Yugoslavia, the art of Russian Jews from the XIX and XX century, the work of early Marc
Chagall and art produced during and under the influence of the Holocaust, with special
emphasis on the works of artists of Jewish origin who were active on the territory of ex-
Yugoslavia.

Rudolf Klein: Architecture and the Jews

Although for the greater part of their history the Jews employed architects of non-Jewish
origin, buildings raised for Jews and, lately, those designed by Jews, constitute a special
chapter in the history of architecture. Due to the religious ban on creating graven images,
numerous persecutions and migrations of the Jews, a true ,Jewish architecture” was never
created. Nonetheless, practically every period in the history of architecture displays certain
Jewish characteristics or elements. During the XX century the role of Jewish architects in
creating modern architecture was quite considerable.

This course concentrates on both theoretical and practical aspects of Jewish contribution
to Western architecture from Antiquity to the present.

Rudolf Klein is an architect and a professor of the history of architecture at St. Stephen’s
University in Budapest. He specialises in contemporary architecture, postmodernism in
architecture, the architectural history of synagogues from Central and Western Europe,
Jewish architects and their contribution to European urban architecture. He is the author
and co-author of a series of studies and books on those subjects published in a number of
languages.
